Definition of “Traditional Photo” 
A traditional photograph maintains the original single capture image content with minimal adjustments 
which should not alter the reality of the scene and should appear natural. Rearranging, replacing, adding 
to or removing any part of the original image except by cropping is strictlyforbidden. 
 
HDR (High Dynamic Range) and focus-stacking techniques, whether done in camera or post-capture, are 
strictly forbidden.
